Exams (eg, GRE, MCAT, DAT, NCLEX, OAT,
PCAT, GMAT, LSAT).

¢ Interpret and understand medical course content, literature, records, and research.

¢ Interpret and understand word (term) meanings from a wide variety of academic disciplines.
