COURSE DESCRIPTION  
Advanced legal aspects expand on the civil legal considerations of sport and entertainment as they relate to venue 
operators, agents/talent managers, talent, and patrons. Students will gain an understanding of how various bodies 
of substantive law are applied in the context of the sport and live entertainment industry. A case study-based 
approach is used throughout the semester utilizing pending and/or finalized matters of law.

• Identify a sport/live entertainment negligent act and apply the civil legal process from beginning to end 
by filing a mock lawsuit, conducting mock discovery, and holding a mock trial.

MOCK TRIAL 
The course will culminate in a comprehensive two-week mock trial, synthesizing all that we have learned through 
case study analyses. You will be assigned a role on either the defense or plaintiff side, collaborating with your 
team to simulate the entire trial process, from filing legal complaints to engaging in courtroom proceedings. 
 
Docket Manager Tool: Located at the bottom of each module page on Canvas, the docket manager is a unique 
tool that simulates the case management systems utilized by legal courts. It will monitor and confirm your 
completion of each module's requirements, ensuring you are on track with your weekly tasks. Be sure to regularly 
consult this feature to stay updated on your progress.

2  

This module presents a general overview of 
the legal process. We will discuss the 
differences between court districts, from 
state to federal. We will examine jurisdiction 
considerations, legal documents, 
terminology, and the process of a lawsuit, 
which is mapped beginning to end from a 
30,000-foot view.  

 

3  

This module is an introduction to risk 
management practices that go beyond 
mitigation and elimination. We focus on legal 
risk management in the sense that the 
incident has already occurred. 

 

4  

This module is a deep dive into what 
negligence is and is not. We examine detailed 
examples of negligence in the field of sport 
and entertainment and look at the degrees of 
negligence where a breach has occurred. 

 

5  

This module covers a very difficult and 
complex subject, so we will peel back the 
layers of what defenses to unintentional torts 
are. We’ll discuss the means that entities and 
organizations have at their disposal to defend 
themselves from a legal standpoint. 

 

6  

This module will examine defense options for 
intentional torts like property crimes and 
crimes by people against others. We will look 
at examples of assault, defamation of 
character, trespassing, and the infliction of 
emotional distress in the workplace.  

 

7  

This four-week module is an applied learning 
segment that will utilize all course content 
prior to now. Each week, you will get a new 
case study to research, evaluate, and argue 
your specific perspective. Through the case 
study process, you will use our course 
content to identify specific aspects of duty of 
care, negligence, torts, and risk assessments 
in case examples.  

 

 



 

 

Mock Trial - The two-week mock trial is a culmination of all our course content, including the case 
study examinations. You will be assigned to either the defense or prosecution's team. You and your 

legal team will review the case presented and progress through the full trial process from filing a 
complaint to an actual trial.
