Your exams for this course are proctored by the online proctoring service, Honorlock. You DO 
NOT need to create an account, download software or schedule an appointment in advance. 
Honorlock is available 24/7/365. Honorlock records your exam session by webcam as well as 
recording your screen. Honorlock also has an integrity algorithm that can detect search-engine 
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use, so do not attempt to search for answers, even if it’s on a secondary device. Any and all 
suspicions of cheating will be flagged and reviewed. 

Before you take your exam, you should know: 

• You will need your computer, a working webcam, and a stable internet connection. 

• You will need Google Chrome and the Honorlock Chrome Extension. You can 
download the extension at www.honorlock.com/extension/install.  

• You must take your exams in a place where other people are not in the room during 
the exam.
