The Department of APK requires that all undergraduates
complete a 12-credit internship experience and graduate students complete a 5-credit internship experiencecomplete a 12-credit internship experience and graduate students complete a 5-credit internship experience
during their final semester. The experience requires a minimum of 520 clock hours for undergraduates andduring their final semester. The experience requires a minimum of 520 clock hours for undergraduates and
600 clock hours for graduate students, or 35-40 hours a week for 15 weeks, for the Fall and Spring semesters600 clock hours for graduate students, or 35-40 hours a week for 15 weeks, for the Fall and Spring semesters
or 40-45 hours a week for 13 weeks, for the Summer semester.
