	Duties: The intern will gain experience as part of Dr. Amy Mobley's Nutrition Education and Behavior Science Research team. Dr. Mobley's research focuses on better understanding the multiple influences on dietary behavior and developing corresponding interventions to improve health especially in underserved populations. We strive to pursue research in the following areas: Ecological and behavioral approaches to preventing and treating obesity throughout the lifespan, parental influences on early childhood feeding and obesity risk, nutrition education and behavior, mHealth and eHealth methods to improve dietary and physical activity behaviors, and food security. Currently, we have several projects focused on food security, mHealth and early childhood obesity prevention. 

Interns will assist with study coordination, development of IRB materials, grant proposals, App prototype/curriculum development, recruitment of study participants, literature reviews, cognitive interviews, note taking and transcribing, among other tasks. Interns will assist with qualitative analysis of study results, and dissemination of study findings. Interns will also have the opportunity to assist with our NEBS Lab social media outlets.
