The students
will then have the opportunity to meet with the coaches to ask questions and de-brief for the day and discuss the
necessisites for the following day. Students who do not hold a collegiate certification will go through a prep cirriculum for
the exam and those who do have their certifications will be given other tools tailored to their specific needs to become a
successful strength coach.
