COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This course is designed to provide an overview of the acute and chronic physiological responses to exercise. Attention is placed on muscle bioenergetics and metabolism, as well as the cardiopulmonary responses to exercise. Special topics include exercise testing and prescription, training adaptations and exercise in hot and cold environments.

2. To select the appropriate tests for evaluating different components of fitness and discuss the current recommendations for exercise prescription.

Exams – There will be 4 exams (e.g., 25% of final grade).  Exam questions are generated by the course instructor and are based on lecture notes and textbook reading assignments.  Each exam will consist of ~50 multiple choice, true/false, and short answer questions. Students will take exams in the same room where weekly meetings are held, and 50 minutes will be allowed to complete each exam.


Extra Credit Opportunity: Research Article Review – There will be TWO (2) extra credit opportunities provided throughout the semester. These opportunities are optional and not required as a part of the course. Each opportunity is worth up to 2.5% on your final grade (e.g., maximum of 5% total).
